
The effect of installing solar glass on the
sun room

What happens when solar radiation hits a glass surface?

When solar radiation strikes a glass surface,some of it is transmitted,some of it is absorbed and some of it is

reflected. The absorbed component increases the temperature of the glass and the heat is slowly conducted

(released) to the outside and inside depending on the difference in temperature.

 

How does glazing surface temperature affect solar radiation penetration?

The increase of glazing surface temperature is an indicator of higher solar absorption/reflection by the

film-attached glazing,resulting in smaller solar radiation penetrationinward.

 

How to reduce solar heat gain through window films?

3. Metal: oxide metalsare incorporated into the polyester layers of window films and have the purpose of

reducing solar heat gains through the glazing. Usually,aluminum is used to reduce solar heat gains and visible

transmittance by about 80% and 15-70%,respectively.

 

Can solar panels be used on clear glass?

The authors reported that installing SCFs on single glass induces higher indoor glass surface temperatures for

clear glass (increase of up to 10 &#176;C) than for tinted or laminated clear glass,proving the higher ability of

solar films in absorbing and reflecting radiation when applied to clear glazing.

 

Does solar irradiation affect glazing performance?

Some previous studies related to glazing performance and human thermal comfort have been put into practice

based on the indices of the PMV and predicted percentage of dissatisfied (PPD) [23, 24] that the effect of solar

irradiation on occupants was included.

 

What are the components of heat gain through glass?

The heat gain components through glass consists of solar radiation and conduction. Solar radiation is

considered in two parts - direct and diffuse (or scatter). Diffuse radiation is the solar radiation that is

absorbed,stored and scattered in the atmosphere.
